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KOLTSU MOISA LUGU

Koltsu mois ehk Wellenhof (tolkes lainemois) oli endise Keila kihelkonna
viiksemaid moisaid, mis kujundati Pollkiila méisa maadele 1806. aastal.
1880ndatel aastatel kuulus Kéltsu mois von Uexkiillidele. See oli aeg, mil
hakati siinset moisasiidant suurejoonelisemalt vilja arendama. Praeguse
elava liigendusega $veitsipirase puitarhitektuuri  traditsioonidest
lihtuva villa lasi 19. sajandi 16puaastatel chitada paruniproua Benedicte
von Uexkiill, kes kuni 20. sajandi algusaastateni siin suvitas. Koos
moisahoonega rajas proua ka suurejoonelise iluaia.

Alates 1909. aastast kuni 1930ndate 16puni kuulus Koltsu méis
Mohrenschildide suguvésale ning peale Teist Maailmaséda asus
moisahoones Klooga pioneerilaager.

THE STORY OF KOLTSU MANOR

Koltsu manor, or Wellenhof (in translation the manor of waves), was one
of the smallest manors in the former Keila Parish, formed on the lands
of Pollkiila manor in 1806. In the 1880s, Kéltsu manor belonged to
the von Uexkiill family. This was the time when the heart of the manor
was actively developed. Baroness Benedicte von Uexkiill — who spent her
summers here until the beginning of the 20th century — had the villa,
with its current vivid articulated extension following the traditions of
Swiss wooden architecture, built at the end of the 19th century. Along
with the manor building, a wonderful garden was created.

Kéltsu manor belonged to the Mohrenschild family from 1909 till the
end of 1930s. After the end of World War II, the Klooga Pioneer Camp
took up residence in the manor building.



MOISA TAASAVAMINE

Moisahoone taastamistalustati 2007. aastalopusja tdielikult renoveeritud
Koltsu méis avati 2010. aastal. Arhiteke Jiiri Irik, sisekujundajad Kaire
Kemp-Tisler ja Ea Andla taastasid hoone tema algsel kujul elamuna.
Moisas oli varasematest aegadest siilinud tisna palju detaile, mida sai
edukalt taastada. Renoveeriti uksed, kaunite puitkaartega aknad, kaks
kahhel-kaminahju ning séégisaali puittahvellagi. Peasaali p6randal on
kogu majast kokku kogutud autentne parkett, mida ehib originaali jirgi
taastatud tuulteroos.

Pioneerilaagri aegadel méisa juurde chitatud hooned ja varemed
lammutati.  Moisapark  kujundati  terviklikuks  ansambliks
maastikuarhitektide Ulle Grisakovi ja Triin Jirve jooniste jirgi.
Sepistatud piirdeaiad ja moisa viravad valmistas Eesti Kunstiakadeemia
professor kunstsepp Heigo Jelle. Moisa imelised vitraazid klaasverandal
ja saale eraldaval vaheseinal on loonud kunstnik Valev Sein.

2014. aasta suvest tiiustavad moisa aeda viiuldaja ja saksofonisti
pronksskulptuurid, mille autoriteks on Simson von Seakyl ja Paul Mind.
Aiamiljoo liheb sujuvalt iile metsapargiks, kus hooldatud teerajad viivad
iile kergete kaarsildade ning iimber saarekestega jirvesilma mereranda.

REOPENING OF THE MANOR

Restoration of the manor building began at the end of 2007, and the
completely renovated Kéltsu manor was opened in 2010. Architect Jiiri
Irik and interior designers Kaire Kemp-Tisler and Ea Andla restored
the building to its original form. Quite a number of details from earlier
periods had been preserved in the manor and these were successfully
restored. The doors, windows with beautiful wooden arches, two stove
fireplaces, the dining hall’s wood panel ceiling were renovated. In the
main hall, there is authentic parquet, gathered from all over the manor
building, decorated with a wind rose, restored based on the original.

The buildings and ruins remained from the pioneer camp period were
demolished. The manor’s park was designed into a complete ensemble
on the basis of drawings by landscape architects Ulle Grisakov and Triin
Jirve. The wrought perimeter fences and manor gates were prepared by
Heigo Jelle, professor at the Estonian Academy of Arts. The manor’s
exquisite stained glass of the veranda and the partition wall between two
halls were created by artist Valev Sein.

In the summer of 2014, sculpture of a violinist and saxophonist were
installed in the manor garden. The authors of the bronze sculptures are
Simson von Seakyl and Paul Mind. The garden grows smoothly over
into a wooden park, where arch bridges and small trails around the lake
lead the visitor to the seaside.
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KOLTSU MOISA VOIMALUSED

Kéltsu moéis on avatud ilusateks, vidrikateks ja meeldejidvateks
siindmusteks. Moéisa ruumid on sobilikud koosolekute, seminaride,
koolituste ja noupidamiste libiviimiseks ning pidulikeks
vastuvottudeks ja tihtpievadeks kuni 80 inimesele. Méisas on
olemas seminari- ja ohtusddgilauad, kontserttoolid, dataprojektor
ning ckraan. Moisa aias on voimalik korraldada kontserte ja
etendusi ning nendeks sobib histi 2012. aastal valminud kélakoda.

KOLTSU MANOR’S POSSIBILITIES

Koltsu Manor is open for beautiful, stately and memorable events.
The manor’s rooms are suitable for holding meetings, seminars,
trainings and conferences, as well as festive receptions and events
for up to 80 people. The manor has dinner and conference tables,
concert chairs, a data projector and the screen. In the manor garden,
it is possible to organise concerts and theatre performances, the
manor has an outdoor stage built in 2012.



ASUKOHT

Koltsu moéis asub Harjumaal Keila vallas Laulasmaal. Tallinnast mééda
Rannaméisa teed tulles jiib mois Laulasmaa koolist 2 kilomeetri
kaugusele paremat kitt. Tallinnast Keila suunalt mosda Paldiski
maanteed sbites tuleb peale 35-ndat kilomeetrit keerata paremale
Laulasmaa poole ja s6ita 2 kilomeetrit. Koltsu mois jidb vasakut kitt.

LOCATION

Koltsu manor is located at Laulasmaa, Keila Rural Municipality, Harju
County. When traveling from Tallinn along Rannamoisa Road, the
manor is located 2 kilometres from Laulasmaa School, on your right
hand side. When traveling from Tallinn from Keila side along Paldiski
Road, please turn after the 35th kilometre to the right, towards
Laulasmaa, and continue driving for 2 kilometres. Kéltsu manor will be
on your left hand side.
